 Tips for Touring Two-Up 
 
Motorcycling is a pursuit best shared. 
 
Rider:  Master your bike.  As the captain you must have low speed 
maneuvers—U-turns, starting on hills, etc.—dialed.  They’re even trick-
ier with a load.  Take it easy in the corners.  A loaded bike is less respon-
sive, your suspension is more compressed and you have less clearance.  
Brake softly.  Your stopping distance is longer than usual, plus hard 
braking is hard on passengers.  Start extra slow and leave yourself 
plenty of margin for error. 
 
Co-Rider:  Hold on tightly.  Grasp the rider firmly around the waist--
-definitely not the shoulders.  When you’re slowing down, use the grab 
rails.  Relax and follow the lean of the bike.  It helps to look over the 
rider’s inside shoulder.  Communicate.  Work out signals to say,  “I did-
n’t like that” and “Let’s stop---I have to pee.”  With communication 
headsets you can say whatever you want to each other.  We’ll leave that 
one up to you. 
 
Keep in mind these tips apply to all bikes, not just Gold  Wings!
