2009 Motorcycle Statistics

In the first nine months of 2009 fatal Accidents declined by 16%. Maryland
fatal accidents declined by 26% and across the district declined by 38%.

It is really difficult to determine the reason for the decline. Some of the fac-
tors could include:

1 Emphasis on Motorcycle Awareness Programs.

1 State road signs (4 wheel awareness to share the road)
1 People are not riding as much

More riders getting involved with safe riding practices

Or could it be:

1 Motorcycle sales are down 42%

Fewer new riders on the road due to lack of sales

Many studies indicate that there were fewer bikes on the road. | personally
feel that motorcycle awareness has to be making a difference. Things such
as the electronic signs stating nB
plants a seed in the mind of 4-wheelers to be on the watch for bikes.
Changes in cell phone laws will help.

Sport bikes are not the only facilities. Death statistics alone in our chapter
indicate a real risk. Do what you can to be seen, be a defensive rider and be
safe.

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Tech Tip of the Month

The Honda service manual does not list a
time or mileage interval to replace the fuel
filter on your GL1500. However, they do
get dirty over time and should be changed
periodically, every 2-3 years or sooner if
needed. However, it is possible to get a
dirty tank of gas at any given point in time
and clog up the fuel filter. One word of
caution, it is not a good idea to fuel up at
a station while the gas tanker is there fill-
ing the under ground fuel tanks. It tends
to circulate containments (dirt etc.) that
can find their way to the gas pump you
are using.

One of the most common symptoms of a
dirty or clogged fuel filter is poor accelera-
tion at highway speed. The fuel filter is

an in-line filter with an arrow indicating the
direction of fuel flow from the gas tank to
the carburetor. Install it with the fuel flow-
ing in the right direction. It is located to the
right of the gas cap. | strongly recom-
mended using Honda brand fuel filters.
After market fuel filters do not have the
same size inlet and outlet nipples as the
Honda brand fuel filters. Using after mar-
ket filters often results in fuel leaks.

Note: The GL1800 does not have a fuel
filter, there is a screen in the fuel tank
which

does not require any regular mainte-
nance.
