Troubleshooting GL1500 Headlight Problems  (Part # 2)

If your low or high beam headlights don’t work, do the following:

  1.  Check/test the headlight bulbs, they may be burned out.  If good,

  2.  Check the contacts on the white 4-pin connector located behind the headlight

       assembly.  The high beam wire is blue/black and the low beam wire is white/black.

  3.  Check the dimmer switch, it may have dirty contacts preventing power to the 

       number 4 (high beam) or the number 8 (low beam) headlight relay.  Sometimes,

       spraying a good dose of electrical contact cleaner in the switch will work.  Other

       times, it may be necessary to remove and clean the switch.  If good,

  4.  Check the number 4 (high beam) or the number 8 (low beam) headlight relay,

       depending on which headlights are out.  The relay could be bad.  Remove the relay

       box cover.  Move the dimmer switch back and forth from low to high beam, you

       should hear a clicking sound from the appropriate relay.  If there is “no clicking

       sound”, the relay is bad or there is a bad contact (where the relay is plugged in).

       You can swap the high and low beam relays for testing.  They are both the same.  I

       recommend checking the relay contacts; they need to be clean and tight.

       Note:  Even if the relays click, they still could be bad.  Swap them out with a good

                  known relay for testing.        
  5.   If all the above is good, check the C-73 black 14-pin connector located behind the

       left fairing pocket.

You can also check for voltage at various locations in the headlight circuit, but that involves a little more technical/electrical expertise.
